We are round about the halfway mark of Lent so how is it all going? Certainly
the Village Lent Groups are now bedded down and inspiring some good
discussions, the Chalke Valley Lent Project for the Sudan is beginning to
gather funds and our own personal Lenten disciplines are perhaps becoming
more of a routine now. We can just see the distant outline of Holy Week and
the shining spires of Easter and perhaps Lent isn’t so dreary after all!

When we attend a service of Holy Communion we hear those words of Jesus
spoken at the Last Supper “Do this in remembrance of me” and we think we do
— we remember what happened, we remember the supper and the sharing of
the bread and wine and we are fortified by that memory. But those words “in
remembrance” spoken by Jesus and translated first into Greek mean much
more than our own simple English verb “to remember’. Remember to the
Greeks and Jews of Jesus’ time meant to actually tie your life into the life of
that particular story so you were living through the sacrifice yourself.

If we truly remember the story of Holy Week by living those two sacred days of
Maundy Thursday and Good Friday through our attendance at services up and
down our Valley; if we truly remember by intertwining our lives with that of
Jesus Christ our experience of faith will not be a mere outline but part of the
very landscape of our lives. Then of course, we have the glories, the joy and
the wonder of Easter Day to remember and to live and those shining spires will
lift our minds, our bodies and our lives so we are indeed part of the Love that is
our Heavenly Father.

Have a good rest of Lent and keep your eyes firmly on the glory that is to come
whilst living the story of our faith that is now! Maybe we will discover together
that Lent is not so dreary after all!
